We luive, in the writings of the
prophets, some of the mast
meaningiol  spiriteal and  moral
descriptions of thie Sabbath that are
to be found in the history of
literature. Fspecially in Isaiah are
we to find an awareness of what the
Sabbath can mean for man as he
searches for fellowship and
reconcilintion with Cid, ¥ Blessed 18
the man who does this,” writes the
prophet, “and the son of man whe
halds it fast, who kecps thesabhath,
not profantng it, and Heeps his hand
fram doing anv evil,” ilsniah 5625
He goes on to express the fact that
the Sabbath becomes the sign of
fellowship and hrotherhood for all
men, A modern interpreter of Lthe
prophets writes:

“Here we have an ancient
prophet of God picturing o universal
world brotherhood composed of all
peoples umted by their worship of
lsrael's God, the one true God, the
Creator, the covenantkeeping CGod
who enters into personal relation-
ships with men, the Hedeemer, the
God who is interested in sesing men
gain their naternd hentapge of self
respect and selt-direction, the God
who helps men free themselves from
the tyranny of other men as they
learn to trust in Him and serve Him.
Here a  great prophel ol Caod
envisions the completion, the
attninment, of God's  eliimate
purpose of men, a one-world
brotherhood, united in worship and
in keeping the Sabbathday, Yes, the
Sabbath 15 a symbol of that coming

day when the nations of men shall
become one hecause of their

allegrianee to the true God and to the
principles of social justice which he
has established lfor human hfe™
sSuch world brotherbvood all men
are searching for today, and the
reiteration of the prophet’s words
heightens the interest we have in
the Sabbath proclamation. One
world, embracing the Sabbath of
Crod, joined together by the spiritaal

fife that characterizes Sahbath
observance., The holiness of the

Sabbath and its sacred charcler,
both in the design of the Creatlor,
become the rallving point ot which
mankind can achieve brotherhood
and realize the life in God, And a
comparatively recent prophet, A. H.
Lewis, insisted that Ismiah's words
W true:

“{I} have long believed that o
reaction muast come, and that in
God’s providence “T'he unexpected
will happen” and reinstate Sabhath-
1sm and the Sabbath . . . . How
the ‘unexpected” will be developed,
when it will appear, or what it will
be, Fknow not . ., L IF ] were orged
o give a pguess at what the
‘unexpected” will be, [ should sy
some {orm ol universal Sabbaih-
ism ., . ., It 1s certain that
‘universal Sabbathism’ cannet
come from the destroctive no-
Sabbathism which came into the
Church from Sunday, and which
has been its popular atendant cver
since. Only a genuine weckly
Sabbathism, such as Christ taugit
in connection with Lhe Sabhath, can
ever expand into universal
Sabbathism. Anvthing less than
that will be, in the Tuture, as in the
